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The discussion and debate on ‘reservation policies’ in India is often
fraught with strong opinions and compromised by inherited biases,
especially when it relates to caste-based reservation policies. The
judicial history of how reservation policies have been handled by
the courts is also complex. However, even in the legal fraternity,
there is often not sufficient appreciation of the nuances involved in
the debate and there is a tendency to reduce an extremely complex
issue to the binaries of ‘good’ and ‘bad’. This course is an attempt
to reach out to young legal minds and facilitate a more informed
deliberation on caste based reservation policies in India.

While there are a variety of reservation policies in India which
operate for different social groups at different levels, this course is
focused on caste-based reservation policies in education and
employment.
