4. Powers of the General Council {1) TheGeneral Council shall have all the powers
necessary for the administration and managementthef University and for
conducting its affairs including the power to ravithe action of the Authorities and
the power to review the regulations made by thecktee Council and shall exercise
all powers of the University except as otherwisevpted in this Act.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the poweosferred by sub-clause (1),
the General Council shall, -

(&) recommend the broad policies and ensure good gamee of the University and
suggest measures for the improvement and develdprhére University;

(b) consider and pass the resolutions on the annuwigebuannual account, annual
report, the financial estimates and the audit repwisuch accounts; and

(c) Perform such other functions, not inconsistenhulite provisions of this Act, as it
may deem necessary for the better functioning anairastration of the University.
