Practical Skills

Students at NLUO are not only provided academic knowledge about law, they are also trained in practical skills for advocacy, negotiations
entrepreneurship etc. This has helped our students to excel in different areas such as having their own start-ups, and excelling in national and
international competitions.

Social outreach is an important part of NLUO’s academic journey. The university has one of the best legal aid programs in the country. In
addition many teachers make field visits and practical work part of their course design thereby exposing students to practical issues and
equipping them with necessary skills to deal with real life issues.

To multiply the effect of legal scholarship, we frequently organize lecture series/seminars/ conferences/ workshops on diverse aspects of law
and allied subjects by inviting scholars, practitioners, lawyers, judges, and members of the media who share their critical perspectives and
experiences in the fields of law, politics, judiciary, economic affairs, international affairs, history, and culture. This provides a platform for open
dialogue between scholars, faculty, and students and generates a healthy environment of cross-sectoral learning.

To fulfill our social commitment, we organize legal aid camps in the villages across the State of Odisha in collaboration with the United Nations
Development Program, the High Court of Orissa, and the District Judiciary. These programs are organized, coordinated entirely by the student
body under the supervision of law professors. This enables the students to learn the application of law in society and connect it with the
principles of law taught in the classroom.

The Centre for Child Rights - National Law University Odisha (NLUO) and Child Rights and You (CRY) organised a high-level panel discussion
on “Advancing Child-Centred Justice” on 3rd June 2025 at NLUO, Cuttack.

Designed as a
professional development initiative, the program aims to empower a new generation of child protection practitioners by equipping them
with critical knowledge, practical tools, and ethical grounding necessary to respond to complex challenges facing children across the state.
Centre for Film Studies, NLUO Odisha organized the 7th Bioscope Global Film Festival from 24th to 26th July 2025 which honoured
creativity through Short Films, Documentaries, Feature Films, Music Video, and Animated Movies of different national and international
languages.

The Centre for Tribal Studies, celebrated World Indigenous Day on 7th August 2025 with the objective of recognizing and honoring the
profound contributions of indigenous and tribal communities, particularly in the areas of environmental conservation and water
management.

National Law University Odisha, in collaboration with Biju Patnaik State Police Academy, Bhubaneswar, organized a Training Workshop on
the New Criminal Laws for Officers of Odisha Police. Commencing on 14th July 2024, the workshop aimed to sensitize around 550 police
officers, including Inspectors, Addl. SPs, DSPs, and SPs, to the significant changes introduced by the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita,
2023, Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam, 2023, and Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, which replaced the Code of Criminal Procedure, Indian
Evidence Act, and Indian Penal Code.

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STATE OF THE ART INFRASTRUCTURE

We provide state-of-the art infrastructure. All class rooms have audio-visual teaching aids with 24x7 wi-fi enabled. The library is fully equipped
with books and online databases, e-books, journals and different research publications which are accessible remotely also.

There are full
time doctors and counsellor available during working hours and a nurse is available 24x7. The university also provides ambulance to students if
needed.

In the
present era of information technology, library management too is not left out from harnessing the benefits of IT. In this regard, it is pertinent
to note that at the National Law University Odisha, Cuttack both the academic as well as residential blocks have been provided with round
the clock connectivity through leased line connection using state-of-the-art Wi-fi technology. This in turn enhances accessibility to e-
resources within the University premises at all times and irrespective of the location of the users. To enhance accessibility the library
functions in two shifts without any break. Alongside making available the resources in the library, the Library staff at NLUO with an aim to be
student-friendly and provide acute convenience to the students keeps the students updated regularly with the new arrivals, contents of
journals, important news reports, etc, via the medium of mail and notice boards.

The Library also provides a vibrant atmosphere for the students, scholars and faculty to interact and also unwind when necessary. NLUO's
library is committed to student convenience. Notably, the library houses an impressive collection of over 27,933 books and almost a 1000 E-

Full Time Enrolment Details:

Candidates wishing to join Ph.D. Programme from NLUO may apply as a full-time candidate. The candidate enrolled for full time Ph.D.
programme shall put in residence in the University for a minimum period of 28 months spread over 3 years. 3 years is the minimum period
required for the completion of the research for the award of the degree.

1. Such candidates may be paid stipends as decided by the University from time to time.

2. (Currently, the University shall pay Rs. 30,000/- per month as stipend. every year, there shall be a 10% increase in the stipend amount

subiect to the condition that no stipend shall be paid to any Ph.D. Scholar after completion of 5 years from the date of their registration.

3. Full Time candidates shall mark their attendance with the Dean, Academics in a Register duly maintained by the Office.

4. Full time candidates are required to assist the University in the work which will be entrusted to them from time to time.

5. Full time candidates shall submit their Ph.D. thesis within a maximum period of 6 years.

Eligibility (Minimum Qualifications for Admission) Ph.D. in Law :
The following applicants are eligible to seek admission to the Ph. D. programme in Law:
1. An applicant seeking admission to Ph.D. programme must have a Master's Degree in Law from any recognised University securing not less

The following candidates shall be eligible to apply for the Ph.D. (Interdisciplinary) with Law programme:

(i) Batchelor's Degree in Law and a Master's Degree in Social Science or Humanities or Management Studies from any recognised University
with not less than 55% marks or its equivalent grade.

(i) Candidates Obtained a Master's degree in Social Sciences, Humanities or Management Studies, from any recognised Indian University with
55% marks and have had at least two years of work experience or Ph.D. in any discipline. (iii) In case of candidates belonging to SC/ST and
Specially-Abled-Persons (SAP) a relaxation of 5% or an equivalent relaxation of grade will be granted. (iv) Applicants having NET /JRF are
exempted from the Entrance Examination and others will have to appear for the written test.

Provided that candidates in their final year of study in the respective degrees in (i), (i) and

(i) shall be eligible to apply, subject to the candidate securing the minimum marks or equivalent grade prior to the date of admission of the Ph.D
when they have to submit their marksheet.

Research Aptitude - 50 marks: This shall comprise of 50 multiple choice questions (MCOs) on law/other disciplines and research
methodology.

Theory or application questions pertaining to law/ other disciplines - 50 marks: This shall be purely

subjective question requiring descriptive answer pertaining to

Research Synopsis and Presentation:

The presentation of the Research Synopsis of the candidate must contain the following elements;

Ph.D. ADMISSION PROCEDURE

1.Eligible candidates may apply in the Full Time/Part Time category by using the link given in the University website after payment of the prescribed
application fees.

2. Submitted application forms will be screened, and candidates found eligible will be intimated for appearing in Entrance Examination.

3. Along with the application the candidate shall submit (a) Synopsis with an outline of the scheme of research intended for the thesis and chapter wise
synopsis of the proposed work in not more than 2000 words; (b) A certificate from the institution concerned testifying leave from service for 28 months,
wherever required; (c) a self-attested photocopy of LL.M., M.Phil, M.A., M.Sc., M.Com., M.B.A. / equivalent Degrees whichever is applicable, along with mark
sheet.

4. Upon qualifying in the Entrance Examination, successful candidates will be called for the Research Synopsis Presentation.

5. If the Doctoral Committee finds a candidate suitable after presentation for pursuing Ph.D. Degree Programme, the candidate shall be allowed to take
admission and register for the Ph.D. program on payment of prescribed fee.

6. NLUO Ph.D. course work and Ph.D. thesis shall be in English language only.
